A Most practicing dentists
A Exemption for certain specialists:

¢ Oral pathologists
¢ Oral and maxillofacial radiologists
¢ Oral and maxillofacial surgeons
¢ Orthodontists
¢ Periodontists
¢ Prosthodontists
A Exemption for mobile dental units
A Exemption for dentists who do not place amalgam and only

remove amalgam in unplanned or emergency situations
¢ EPA equates this with < 5% of procedures including amalgam removal
